3. Indicate new actions leading to national and international collaborations, if applicable.

4. Include the new activities involved in training advanced human capital in the disciplines relevant for the Center, if applicable. The proposal must include current postgraduate students and postdoctoral researchers working at the Center.

5. Indicate new activities, if they exist, oriented towards the dissemination and outreach of the Center’s activities to the scientific community and society.

6. Indicate new actions, if they exist, to contribute with scientific knowledge to the development of public policies.

7. Bibliographic references: Bibliographic material used for this section of the project must be quoted and referenced for every section of the project. Researchers must use the customary rules for scientific publications for their discipline or area.
